Wellington Regional Aquatic Centre was an adequate venue for a tournament of this size. In water cameras were used at this event, but due to technical problems were only in working order on the Saturday Afternoon/Sunday Morning. Due to a requirement for public lane swimming there was inadequate amount of warm up space. Future Co Operation with Pool Management and Staff should fix this problem.

Reasons for Growth

The tournament continues to increase in size although this is in the support staff and team management area.  The teams are more organised and have good administration allowing teams to organize fundraising etc.

Other factors that contributed to the increase are;

· Tournament location - More travelling teams requiring more support staff.

· Growth of School player base.

· Success of last years event

The tournament numbers will continue to grow next year as we have a smaller proportion of Year 13 students registered as players when compared to last year hence it is expected that most teams will have 10 players per side.

Organization

The tournament organization consisted of Michiel Reuvecamp, Wellington Underwater Hockey Association Committee, Rob Feist, and Tristan Reynard, UWHNZ.  

Support was also received from Dive NZ and Underwater Hockey New Zealand

Volunteers

Ten volunteers helped out with scoring, refereeing and setup of venues and the running of the tournament.  The team had enough experience that any problem was quickly resolved and made sure the tournament still ran smoothly.

Selection of Tournament Teams

The tournament teams were selected by a coordinator and checked by the team coaches in each grade. The number of players selected in each tournament team was 8 per grade.

Sponsors

These included Dive NZ and Underwater Hockey NZ.  All requirements were satisfied 

The new sign provided for the tournament by Dive NZ for the previous years tournament was used again, along with UWHNZ Banners. 

Prizes and Giveaways

Team Prizes

Team prizes consisted of medals for first, second and third in each grade. 

Tournament Team Prizes

Players selected into tournament teams were presented with tournament team underwater hockey bags.  Swagger Bags supplied the bags.  The bags where warmly received and provide great marketing opportunities for promotion of the sport and sponsors.

MVP Team Awards

Each team had a prize awarded to a player, which most deserved an award.  Each team decided the award by various methods.  Most awards were presented to players who were not necessarily the best player but the best team player or fairest player.

Prizes consisted of a plaque from Mayer & Toye.  Cost per award was approximately $17

The tournament program worked well and included every participant’s details as well as previous tournament history of the teams. Cost was reasonable however, sponsorship of the tournament program should continue to be sort in the future.

Merchandise

Products available were Truckier caps, Hoodies, T-shirts, Lapel Badges, Pens and Sipper bottles.  This year we continued to use the tournament to pay the set up costs with suppliers supplying quantities on order, thus minimizing the amount of UWHNZ capital tied up in merchandise.

The system works well and limits financial impact to the tournament.  UWHNZ should continue this method of merchandising the tournament and other products of Underwater Hockey New Zealand.

Prize giving

The prize giving was held in the Rongotai College School Hall.  This was a large space and was tremendous for the presentation of the awards.  

Timing for the presentation of awards was good although the start was delayed from the 1PM start time while tournament team selection coordinators checked with coaches over the selection and for some late teams to be seated.  Teams were able to leave just after 3PM.
